La reflexion sobre la relacion entre
filosofia y cristianismo vy, a la postre,
entre razon y fe tiene a uno de sus
mayores representantes en el recién
fallecido Benedicto XVI, tanto en su
etapa como profesor universitario,
como en sus anos como prefecto de
la Congregacion para la doctrina de
la fe y a lo largo de su Pontificado. En
el presente articulo, nos centraremos
no solo en lo beneficioso de esa re-
lacion, sino también en la necesidad
intrinseca del encuentro entre ambas
realidades.

Abstract

Reflection on the relationship
